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Science Exploria was first conceptualised in 2000 with the objectives of enhancing the capacity of teachers, enriching pupils’ learning experience and driving innovation and creativity in teaching and learning through collaboration of teachers and schools.
Physically hosted by East Spring Primary School, Exploria’s current facilities to support its network include a FunStation, a LifePark, a TechCity and a Teacher ThinkTank. This centre collaborates with consultants from the National Institute of Education, the Curriculum Planning & Development Division of the Ministry of Education, and other organisations to enrich perspectives and generate new possibilities.

Exploria’s  core programme include developing teaching modules in FunScience, LifeScience and TechScience. The lessons in these modules are developed by teachers who come together to participate in one-week teacher attachments to the centre during which they work in teams to design innovative lessons using learner-centred strategies such as cooperative learning tools. Training sessions are conducted to empower other teachers with the confidence to incorporate these lessons in their own teaching. The Science Exploria Publication launched in 2003 seeks to share these lessons with all east zone science teachers. Many of these lessons involve pupils in team learning.
Science Exploria also promotes  team action research to help teachers improve teaching practices through reflective pedagogy.

Its other programmes which promotes cooperative learning include the Primary 4 Science Camp and the Primary 6 CheMystery Trail. Secondary pupils play the role of mentors to the primary pupils during the camps and trails. Pupils also engage in team research projects.
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This presentation will share the journey taken by Science Exploria to foster collaborative learning amongst teachers and pupils in the quest for excellence in the teaching and learning of science.
